In this HEADag, we have added the title of the page to appear in the title bar of the browser.

We have added several meta tags to 1) Designate the character set for the page; 2) Designate a
different page to link to (after 10 seconds in this case); 3) Keywords tséd by search

engines when users type keywords in it.
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Non-Terminated Tags

Some tags do not require a closing tag. For instance, in the example above, each meta tag ends
with a slasit; close (/>). This is how XHTMbgesses these types of tags. Another example
would be the horizontal rule tag:

Linking to Non -HTML Pages

Many web sites include the ability to view or download Adml documents such as Zip, PDF,
Word, Excel, or PowerPoint documents. To do this, simply replace the URL portion of the
anchor tag with the name of the document:

¢ Include the fié extension of the document (i.e. .doc for a Word document, .pdf for a
PDF document, .zip for a zipped file etc.)

e Most browsers, when accessing one of these file types will give the user the option to
either open OR download the document.

Images in XHTML

XHTML requires the image tag to includternative text to each image using thadt
parameter. The alt parameter displays text describing the image to be displayed prior to
displaying the actual image:

This allows slow downloads to prepare the user for the picture about to be displayed and
informs him/her that the browser is indeed working on the download. It also allows sight
impaired users equipped with voice software to hear the informaitout the soorto-be-
opened graphic without actually seeing it.
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Cascading Style Sheets (CSS
CSS is used to separate a web page style from its structure.

Deprecation

Todeprecatesomething means to render it aquated or no longer useful. XHTML, as
discussed previously, has made changes in the way markup elements and attributes are used
and coded. This is because the old version of HTML includesdtnt elements as well as
presentation controls.Now, XHML has remained in control of content while CSS is now in
control of presentation.

Browsers today still recognize and execute the older HTML code but there is no guarantee that
